An Assessment & Planning Officer (APO) will also
arrange a provisional date for a coproduction meeting,
which will take place if an EHCP is agreed.

If we don’t think an EHC needs assessment is
required, an Assessment & Planning Officer (APO)
will write to you to explain the decision.

You will have the right to appeal this decision.
The APO will also ask the school/setting to
arrange a Way Forward meeting with you to
explain how they are going to provide the
necessary support for your child.

The APO prepares a coproduction document and sends it to you
and all those invited in advance of the coproduction meeting.

Your child’s school/setting holds a coproduction meeting where you,
your child and the professionals invited to the meeting discuss and
fine-tune the outcomes and provision to meet them.
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The APO will send you a draft EHC plan and you will have 15
calendar days to consider it and let us know if you are happy, or if
you want us to consider any amendments. You should also tell us the
school/setting you would prefer to be named in the final EHC plan.
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The APO will consult with the school/setting that you have
requested, and any other schools/setting that the Local Authority
considers appropriate.

Schools/settings should let us know within 15 calendar days whether
they can meet your child’s needs.
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By the end of week 20 the Local Authority will issue and send the
final EHC plan to you and the support will then be put in place.
You have the right to appeal certain sections of the EHC plan if you
don’t agree with the contents.

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If we decide an EHC plan is not required in order
for the special education provision to be made for
your child, the APO will write to you to explain
the decision.

You will have the right to appeal this decision.
